9-16 2C, 1C, and 3C reel of 3 on side (1C and 2C passing RS to begin). 
17-20 1C set and turn RH ¾ to finish side by side in the middle facing own sides. 
21-24 1W with 2C, also 1M with 3C, LHA. 1C finish in 2nd place opposite sides. 
25-28 1C set and turn RH ¾ to end side by side in the middle facing opposite sides. 
29-32 1M with 2C, also 1W with 3C, LHA. 1C finish in 2nd place on own side.
